Legend has it 
that a beggar asked for alms one 
day as Alexander walked by, a very 
courageous thing to do considering 
Alexander's position of power over 
the Greek Empire. But, despite the 
impertinence of the request, 
Alexander took out some gold coins 
and tossed them to the man. A 
courtier walking with Alexander 
was shocked and respectfully 
pointed out to the king that copper 
coins would have taken care of the 
beggar's need. "Why give him 
gold?"

For I 
testify that they gave as much as 
they were able, and even beyond 
their ability. Entirely on their own, 
they urgently pleaded with us for 
the privilege of sharing in their 
service to the saints."
